SEEDING AND DRAW 

The ASF Seeding Committee shall be responsible for seeding. The seeding criteria will be 

the previous doubles results (e.g. Asian Doubles Championships 2024, Asian Games 

2023) and the combined PSA ranking as of the week of the closing date for entries. (i.e. 

15 May 2025). 

Details on Draw, please refer to the relevant parts of Section 3- Q. “Numbers of Teams 

and Formats” of the ASF Championship Regulations. 

The draw will be announced on or before 11 June 2025.

CHAMPIONSHIP REGULATIONS 

The championships will be run in accordance with the ASF Championship Regulations. 

CLOTHING REGULATIONS 

ASF Championship Regulations L1 to L17 will apply but, in addition, each pair of players 

will wear shirts / dresses which are similar in color and style. Each pair shall have two sets 

of shirts/dresses in differing colors so that a change can be made to differentiate them 

from their opponents. 

DOPE TESTING 

Dope testing may be carried out in accordance with the WADA Code. 

All players are required to complete and sign the Doping Declaration (see attached) 

acknowledging the WSF’s Anti-Doping Rules and Regulations and the Doping rules set 
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out in Regulations E12 - E15 of the ASF championship Regulations prior to competing in 

the championships as part of the accreditation process.  

Any players refusing to undergo a doping control and any player found guilty of a doping 

infraction proven by a positive laboratory test result will be dealt with by the ASF, which 

shall take disciplinary actions and penalties in accordance with its regulations. 

ELIGIBILITY – IMPORTANT! 

All players and coaches must be WSF registered (SPIN) and their registration must be in 

good standing at the time of entry and then at the time of actual participation. Players 

are required to provide their WSF SPIN Number on the Biography Form (Form B) 

which should be submitted on 15 May 2025.

All managers are required to present the passports of their players to the Technical 

Delegate – to confirm eligibility before being permitted to compete. This has to be done 

by 22 June 2025 at the championship Office at the Main Venue. 

EYEWEAR 

In accordance with ASF Championship Regulations V9, all players during the 

championship must be made aware in the Entry Form that the use of protective eyewear 

(see ASF Championship Regulations G5) is mandatory and is a Condition of Entry. 

All players are required to sign the Eyewear Declaration (see attached) acknowledging 

acceptance and compliance with this requirement prior to competing in the 

championships. 

CHAMPIONSHIP FORMAT 

Current ASF Championship Regulations shall apply and can be viewed on the ASF official 

website (http://www.asiansquash.org) 

Categories 

There shall be a men’s doubles, women’s doubles and a mixed doubles event 

Entries 

A maximum of 24 pairs will be accepted for each of the category of the championship. 

Each MNA shall be allowed AN INITIAL MAXIMUM OF TWO PAIRS for each category. If 

there are slots available after the closing date, MNAs shall be allowed to enter one 

additional pair, which will be determined by a ballot. 

Championship Format 

The championship will be played in accordance with the format of the Asian Team 

Championships under the ASF Championship Regulations – Section 3. At Stage 1 all pairs 

normally will play in Pools on a “round-robin” (all play all) basis. At Stage 2 all pairs will 

normally play in groups on a knockout basis. All pairs that have been defeated will be 

required to play-off to produce a final order. 
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FOREIGN CURRENCY EXCHANGE 

Several banks and money changers close to the hotel offer currency exchange. The 

currency of Malaysia is MYR and the approximate prevailing rate is USD1.00 = RM

Each team is required to bring their national flag for use during the championships. 

Please hand it to the championship Office at the Venue upon arrival.

All the matches will be played at the glass-back court, Dunlop double yellow dot ball will 

be used.

Please DO NOT leave any personal belongings include the squash bags 

unattended at any time. The Organisers will not be liable or responsible for any loss, theft 

or damage to your personal belongings.

It is the responsibility of each player to be ready to play at the advertised start time of 

match.

Practice courts on 22 June 2025 onwards can be booked at the Championship Office –
